According to RealtyTrac (as reported by AP in the EV Tribune edition of
June 13), foreclosures in PINAL County were up 153% since last May.
(story available upon request). The current Pinal County Assessor has viewed
this as a need to significantly increase property values (as noted on the
Assessors Pinal County website) averaging almost 30% increases from
2006 to 2008 (the 2008 values will be reflected on the tax bills in
September of 2009. This, of course, calculates to significantly higher tax
bills at a time when folks should be receiving Property Tax Relief.

The property taxes in Pinal County on a 1983 mobile home in a rented
community park increased from $101.00 to $138.00 between 2006 and
2007 (tax value years).

Adam Kress (writer for the Business Journal of Phoenix) reported on April
28, 2008 a two-fold real estate market story specifically relating to Pinal
County. While there was an increase in the actual number of units
(homes) sold in the past year, Pinal County experienced the following;

The median price of Pinal County homes is dropping (hi-lighting added by
Ron). The median price of a resale home has eroded from $220,000 in
fourth quarter 2005 to $193,000 in third-quarter 2007 and $156,160 for
the current quarter. It was $204,600 a year ago.

In other words, a typical Pinal County home decreased by almost
$50,000 in the past year. What is the answer for the current Pinal County
Assessor? It is to increase home values. When you analyze the value
differences for all 4 values, the current assessor has increased most
property values which equates to a higher tax bill for most Pinal County
Residents.

The $272,000 study recently authorized by the Pinal County Officials, has
drawn praise and criticism. Yet if one of its aims is to spark discussion of
that future then, in a way, it is already achieving that goal.




In public forums residents have offered diverse views on how best to get
a handle on development, according to an official who has participated in
these discussions.

One of those who criticized the study was Bill Bridwell, a Republican
activist (residing in Casa Grande). In a letter published by the Arizona
Capitol Times recently, he called the study a "huge disappointment" and
"one more colossal waste of hard-earned taxpayer money."

The 17 "cool tools" offered by the study, he said, are a "recipe for
continued disaster, bigger government, and higher taxes."

The Capitol Times tried but failed to get Pinal County officials to respond
to Bridwell's letter, (Pinal County Officials are very non-responsive to the
Taxpayers and the Media when asked simple and common questions) which
offered a list of 21 ideas that he said can immediately help set the county
"on a path towards recovery from the debacles of a collapsed housing
market, failed infrastructure planning, misdirected government growth
and exorbitant taxation."
